New Business

Jack Clark moved that we extend an associate membership to the sitting Tyler
County Judge. The membership will reside with the position rather than the
person. Betty seconded the motion and it carried.

Per information shared by Jack Clark, Betty moved that the TCFLOA president
send a letter to the Tyler County Farm Bureau president, recommending that Jack
Clark be added to their Board of Directors. Bill Tetley seconded the motion. The
Farm Bureau Board of Directors, which meets monthly, is comprised of livestock
owners with no tree farmers included. Gilbert J. Broussard is president of the
Farm Bureau, 2420 HWY 69 S, Woodville, TX.

Betty moved that TCFLOA provide up to $100 for construction of a wooden,
portable, reusable booth to be built by TFS and used by the thirteen landowner
associations. The initial use will be at the May 1-2 Texas Woodlands and
Wildlife Conference in Conroe, TX. Jack Clark seconded the motion and it
carried.

Betty moved that TCFLOA offer up to four $150 scholarships to TFA’s TCI
course. The scholarships are available to Tyler County educators. Jack seconded
the motion and it carried. [This was later amended by email vote to provide $150
scholarships for Phase | sessions and $200 scholarships for Phase 11 sessions,
which will cover the cost of each phase. The total number of scholarships will be
four.]

Hugh Hales moved that TCFLOA reimburse Charles Zimmerman $67.32 for
postage associated with mailing the program topic survey to the membership.
Jack seconded the motion. Bill Tetley moved that the motion be amended to
reimburse Charles $80 to cover additional expenses associated with the mailing.
Jack seconded the amendment and it carried. The initial motion, as amended,
carried.

After the meeting, David McClintock, North American Procurement Company
(NAPCO), led us to Lonnie Grissom’s Golden Pine Ranch to tour his bio-fuel chipper
thinned tree farm. Ed Dougal, TFS Lufkin, and Fred & Deanna Turner joined the group
for the tour.

David explained that chips for bio-fuel can include damaged trees, limbs, branches and
pine needles as well as large underbrush such as yaupon. This is much more inclusive



than round wood thinning which is limited to logs that are large enough to be loaded onto
a log truck. This broader scope can yield 51 tons/per acre of bio-fuel chips as compared
to 20 tons per acre of thinned round wood. While bio-fuel chips may be only $3 per ton,
the larger volume per acre can offset the price difference for round wood.

Since the bio-fuel chipper thinning approach is ideal for smaller trees, the first thinning of
a forest can be years earlier than a round wood thinning. This enables the trees left
standing after the first thinning to begin their post-thinning growth sooner. Also, the
forest left standing is more evenly distributed and cleaner than that after a round wood
thinning. David stated that he conducted a control burn of Lonnie’s forest after the bio-
fuel chipper thinning. Lonnie added that herbicides were an alternative to a control burn.

Potential buyers of bio-fuel chips within fifty miles of Woodville include paper mills at
Evadale, Texas and Deridder, Louisiana. Lufkin’s bio-fuel plant is scheduled to come
online this summer and Woodville’s bio-fuel plant is only two to two-and-a-half years
away.

Discussion about the tour continued in Lonnie Grissom’s lake-side club house, where he
graciously served a full-course bar-b-que lunch.
